
Water Woes, Yet Again

As most of us “environmental professional” 
types are aware, in August, U.S. District 
Judge Oliver Wanger ordered a temporary 
decrease in the amount of water pumped 
from the Sacramento-San Joaquin Delta. 
Starting early next year, pumping restric-
tions will be in place to ensure adequate 
water supply is available for the Federally-
threatened delta smelt, a small slender-bod-
ied ! sh. Historically, more than one-third of 
all water used in the County is supplied from 
the Bay-Delta. As noted in a recent Voice of 
San Diego article (“What’s killing the Del-
ta,” September 20, 2007), the judge’s order 
could result in up to a 37 percent decrease 
in the amount of water exported from the 
Delta, with some San Diego farmers begin-
ning to see cutbacks in January 2008. 

A wide range of ideas on how to secure San 
Diego’s water supply have been proposed, 
ranging from voluntary water conservation 
by citizens and businesses, to a full mora-
torium on any large new developments. At 
either end of the spectrum, questions are 
abundant. For starters, voluntary water con-
servation is a good start, but only a start. 
The question is “How many people, beyond 
those who are already environmentally 
conscious, would actually implement vol-
untary measures in their homes and busi-
nesses?”  Watching the news one evening, I 
heard a resident bemoan the possibility that 
he wouldn’t be able to wash his car every 
weekend, his favorite activity. A blogger 
responding to a San Diego Union Tribune 
article stated, “Stop telling me how much 
water I can use Government"”  Hmmm… 
therein lies the reason voluntary measures 
are only the beginning. 

What about SB 610 and SB 221? These reg-
ulations require cities and counties to obtain 
assessments of the availability of water to 
supply large new developments and to ob-
tain assurance from water suppliers that 
suf! cient water is available on a long-term 
basis before approving these new develop-
ments. So here’s another question: How can 
California water suppliers, those receiv-
ing water supply from the Sacramento-San 
Joaquin River Delta that is, provide an ac-
curate Water Supply Assessment to local 
governments until they themselves know 
how much water they will have once Judge 
Wanger’s order goes into effect?  

Further, SB 610 only affects large projects, 
which are de! ned as projects proposing 500 
or more residences, nonresidential uses that 
would supply more than 1,000 persons, or 
mixed-uses that would have a water demand 
equivalent to the demand of 500 residential 
units. SB 610 does not restrict the ability of 
local land use agencies to approve develop-
ments, regardless of a water agency’s con-
clusion that a supplier’s...Cont. on Page 10.

San Diego County is on the verge of a multi-year 
water shortage.  On August 31, 2007, U.S. District 
Court Judge Oliver W. Wanger, as a follow-up to his 
May 25, 2007 ruling, announced a series of severe 
restrictions on the operations of the massive pumps 
that supply water from the California Bay Sacramen-
to-San Joaquin Delta [Bay-Delta] to two-thirds of all 
Californians, including 3 million San Diego County 
residents. Judge Wanger found that the delta smelt, a 
Federally-threatened small slender-bodied ! sh, was 
undisputedly in jeopardy as to its survival and recov-
ery and therefore water operations needed to be cut-
back in order to address this serious environmental 
impact.  

This water shortfall is exacerbated by the fact that, 
for years, Californians have been increasing their 
water dependency upon Bay-Delta water.  Histori-
cally, more than one-third of all water used in the 
County is supplied from the Bay-Delta.  Last year, 
41 percent of all water used in San Diego County 
was imported from the Bay-Delta.  In addition to 
this water shortfall and increasing water usage, San 
Diegans are further impacted by the environmental 
consequences of climate change. 

San Diego City Attorney Michael Aguirre will dis-
cuss this recent court decision, the impact of the 
ruling on the reliability of the City’s water supply, 
and the need for the City to: (1) implement a manda-
tory water conservation program, (2) implement the 
City’s water reuse study, (3) prepare an emergency 
water ordinance and (4), consider a temporary mora-
torium on large scale developments.

Charles Bull Recognized for Lifetime Achievement as 
Environmental Professional 
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Campus Connection

Kerri Denkenberger is 
a 4th year analytical/
environmental chemis-
try Ph.D. student in the 
Department of Chem-
istry & Biochemistry 
at the University of 
California, San Diego 
(UCSD).  She received 
her bachelor’s degree in 
Chemistry from Penn-

sylvania State University, where her honors thesis fo-
cused on the properties and environmental degradation 
of per# uorinated compounds.  Currently, her research in 
the lab of Professor Kimberly Prather involves the use of 
aerosol time-of-# ight mass spectrometry (ATOFMS) to 
study atmospheric particles, which affect human health 
and climate change.  In particular, her work has focused 
on the development and ! eld-based testing of the aircraft 
(A)-ATOFMS, which will be used to study vertical pro-
! l es of aerosols in the troposphere.  Ground-based ! eld 
results from the Study of Organic Aerosols (SOAR) in 
Riverside, CA in 2005 and 2006 show the observation of 
oligomeric species (compounds made of a small number 
of small molecules), predicted in several smog chamber 
studies, in single ambient particles for the ! rst time.  This 
fall she will deploy the A-ATOFMS aboard an aircraft 
for the Ice in Clouds Experiment-Layer (ICE-L) in Colo-
rado.  By # ying through clouds, a greater understanding 
of ice nuclei will be gained and applied to our knowledge 
of climate change feedbacks.  Ms. Denkenberger has 
also proposed to use ATOFMS to study the size-resolved 
chemistry of single particles in the Arctic during PO-
LARCAT (Polar Study using Aircraft, Remote Sensing, 
Surface Measurements and Models, of Climate, Chemis-
try, Aerosols, and Transport) in the spring of 2008.  Her 
career goal is to be a professor studying pollution trans-
port and climate change in the polar regions.

Kyle Harper is an En-
vironmental Systems 
(Ecology, Behavior, and 
Evolution) major at the 
University of California, 
San Diego (UCSD). To 
complement his studies, 
Mr. Harper also holds a 
number of professional 
af! liations with organi-
zations such as AEP, the 

San Diego Natural History Museum’s Plant Atlas Proj-
ect, and the California Native Plant Society. As a found-
ing member and President of the AEP Student Chapter at 
UCSD, Mr. Harper has worked to provide educational op-
portunities to students through volunteer and outreach ef-
forts. One such project, a habitat restoration at the Scripps 
Coastal Reserve, allows students to take a hands-on ap-
proach, under the guidance of an experienced restoration 
ecologist, toward learning useful ! eld techniques such as 
species identi! cation, vegetation mapping, invasive spe-
cies removal, GPS equipment usage, seed germination, 
and # oral/faunal survey protocols.

Water Woes, from Page 1...reliability levels may be 
compromised. Under CEQA, local lead agencies can 
still opt to adopt a Statement of Overriding Consid-
erations with respect to signi! cant water supply im-
pacts. Despite these limitations, SB 610, in combina-
tion with the delta smelt decision, is likely to prompt 
water agencies across the state to reassess their supply. 
Just maybe this supply re-evaluation period will even 
serve as a type of de facto moratorium on large devel-
opments while everyone waits for their project’s Water 
Supply Assessment to be completed.  

There are no easy answers to water supply concerns. 
Therefore, in the meantime, it is important to consider 
alternative solutions. After all, isn’t one of the basic 
premises of critical thinking to consider all ideas, re-
gardless of their source? Here’s to thinking outside the 
box. I hope we can all come up with some fresh solu-
tions. 



Opening of PERI-scope: 
A New Community Awareness Center for the 
Global Issues That Will Bring T ogether Art, 
Design, and Science.

The PERI-scope project seeks to localize global issues in 
order to effect change at the global scale. Mediating back 
and forth between the local and the global, the project 
acts at the “glocal” level.
