4.0  Discussion Items

4.1 Budget

--The San Diego Chapter AEP Board determined the budget for 2008.  Kailash is to e-mail the new budget to the Board.  The 2008 budget was mainly based on last year’s actual income, and actual expenses.


--Notes:  (1) It is a general consensus that the Awards Night should generate enough income to cover the Student Scholarship Program


(2) Diane noted that the budget balanced well last year


(3) Marilyn would like to see underwriting of luncheons for members


(4) Marilyn notes that workshops are suppose to be revenue generators for local chapters


(5) Scholarship applications were low, so fewer scholarships were given last year.


(6) Subventions are being received late.


(7) The conference revenue generated seems low.  Kailash to ask Devon, then Bill, then Kent regarding this to determine why the conference revenue is low.


(8)  Treasurer fees incurred last year (checks, stamp, QuickBooks) will not be incurred in 2008.


(9) Newsletter distribution costs are down since they are now being distributed electronically.  The Board will start sending flyers, as needed.


(10)  Schools will be broken down into Student Chapters.  Student Chapters usually spend far less than budgeted.  Student Chapter expenses are regulated by the Board.  Each Student Chapter will get $500, and there will be an “extra” $500 of funds available in a single pot for all three schools.


(11) The Board would like to have a “Dark Month”/August event this year.
