Environmental Document Fees Increase

Pursuant to Fish and Game Code Section 711.4, the
Department shall impose and collect a filing fee to
defray the costs of managing and protecting Califor-
nia’s vast fish and wildlife resources, including, but
not limited to, consulting with other public agencies,
reviewing environmental documents, recommend-
ing mitigation measures, and developing monitoring
programs. For projects with local lead agencies, the
county clerk collects any applicable filing fees at the
time the notice of determination is filed. The project

proponent is responsible for payment of the filing fee.

On January 1, 2010 the feels for the following envi-
ronmental documents were increased.
